Pansy Shells
Maputo has so many natural wonders surrounding it ranging from the suc-
culent palms of the botanical gardens to the acacia trees which line the ave-
nues. But did you know that our beaches are full of treasures? The pansy
shell is so common here, that locals laugh when | gather them into my plas-
tic Shoprite bag and haul them Km’s home. They are not edible, but they
are surely sellable. In Australia a pansy shell can go for up to US$ 300.
Plettenburg Bay in South Africa is well known for its pansy shells. And yet
visitors can search for three weeks with out weeks without coming across
one. We should count ourselves blessed that our beaches are full of these
little gems. They are easy to find. Just walk along the beach opposite Costa
Do Sol Restaurant at low tide and you will find hundreds of them, both living
and dead. More than your arms can carry. Please don't take the living ones
out of their habitats but the dead shells are beautiful viewing pieces.
~ Although named a shell, the Pansy Shell is not a shell at all, but in fact a
h living organism that having the best of both worlds is born as a male, and
later transforms forms into a female enabling it to further the species. The
fragile Pansy shells are like Sea Urchins, with flattened, irregular shells,
which live buried in the sand. When the Pansies are alive, they are a pur-
plish blue in colour and the body is covered with fine short spines resem-
bling fur, not unlike the porcupine needles of the ordinary Sea Urchin. The
shells which are distinguishable as a flat white disc with the pattern of a Pansy Flower with five pet-
als embossed on the top surface are the skeletons of the pansy's which have died and have been
washed up onto the shore. When it dies it takes about a week for it to be bleached creamy white by
the salt and the sun.

\ ; The age of the Pansy can
A be calculated by the rings or

platelets found on the under
side, like a tree stump. The summer
season produces a larger rnng (when
food is more plentiful) and the winter
one is thinner. By counting the rings one
gets the age of the Pansy Shell.
